Students thought of the
following ideas to make connections between learning at home and school:

Talk with my family about new vocabulary words and what I am learning in all classes.
Have fun with math. Explain how you solved a problem.

Use inquiry process to strengthen skills in responding to text.

Read AR book aloud to a parent or sibling nightly. Retell/discuss passage with family
